1. Mission Context

• 207 PM-JANMAN districts including 29,000+ Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Group (PVTG) 
habitations

level monitoring; authorization of block level officers for 
creating login credentials  

Block-Level Officers 
Plan & execute camps, upload multimedia evidence, and track 
beneficiary-level outcomes. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

4. Step-by-Step Guide: Portal Usage 

Step 1: Accessing the Portal 

Visit the official campaign portal: 
        https://adiprasaran.tribal.gov.in/dhartiaabaabhiyan 
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Step 2: Logging In 
1. Use User ID & Password shared by the Ministry (for State Prabhari Officers, Line Ministries, 

DMs/DCs). 
2. Click Login. 
3. An OTP will be sent to your registered email. 
4. On first login: 

o Update your mobile number. 
o Change the default password (must contain: 

Á At least 8 characters              ·   1 uppercase letter 
Á 1 lowercase letter  ·   1 special character)
